Ms. Girs called the meeting to order at 1:22 p.m.

Ms. McKeon made a motion to accept the budget as of January 7, 2007 in the amount of $7,737,928 with
thefschoql nurse position at 100% and with the removal of the four students from the High School tuition

Discussion ensued. Ms. Idelkope asked why out of Chesterfield. Ms. McKeon replied that they need to
get away from existing circumstances.

Ms. Girs moved to bring the music positions to where they are currently. The amount would be 80% and
100% rather than 100% and 100% as is currently in the budget. Ms. McKeon seconded the motion.
Discussion ensued. Ms. Girs asked about the potential of getting someone to work with students
interested in a strings program. Ms. D’Eon agreed to take Ms. Girs motion back to the music department
- to see if there was any way to make the program work under the reduced contract. Ms. McKeon moved
the question. Ms. Idelkope asked for a minute to review the music department budget. The vote was 4
opposed, Ms. Girs in favor, the motion failed.

The main motion passed 5-0 in favor.

Mr. Woolridge read Warrant Article #3. To see if the District will vote to raise and appropriate the sum
of One Hundred Thousand ($100,000) Dollars for boiler replacement and related heating system
reconstruction at Chesterfield School, and to authorize the withdrawal of up to $70,000 from the Capital
Reserve Fund established by voters on March 5, 1994 for such a purpose. The balance of $30,000 is to
be funded from unencumbered funds available at the end of the fiscal year, June 30, 2007, or to take other
action in relation thereto. (this article is recommended/not recommended by the Chesterfield School
Board and the Chesterfield Budget Committee).

Discussion ensued. The words “up to” needs to be added after “The balance of”. Ms. McKeon made
a motion to accept Article #3 as amended. The vote was 5-0 in favor.

Ms. Idelkope introduced Warrant Article #6. To transact any other business, that may legally come
- before this meeting. Ms. Idelkope spoke to the proposal. The vote was 5-0 in favor.

Ms. Girs adjourned the meeting at 2:20 p.m.
